The 2008 National Defense Authorization Act authorized the Secret
Defense to conduct a program to commemorate the 50th anniversary of
the Vietnam War and “while conducting the commemorative program,
the Secretary shall coordinate, support, and facilitate other programs and
activities of the Federal Government, State and local governments, and
other persons and organizations in commemoration of the Vietnam War.”

The Commemoration will consist of a series of events and activities over
the course of several years. These events will be held across the nation
and will be based on the anniversaries of events that occurred during the
war, as well as conceptual and theme based events.

The Commemoration will also include an Educational initiative providing
material and information for educational institutions, and a
Commemorative Partners Program to assist state and local communities,
and other organizations, in conducting commemorative events.
